- Kelly Ridge: David Kelly had dinner with the ABHOW representatives this past weekend. Dennis Crabbe, the attorney for the project, is leaving and another individual will take his place. TACCD's status with this agency will change to "partnership" status. Details are still unclear at this time.

   6.      New Business: 



- Local ADA Lawsuits: Dave Walker is reviewing all city facilities with the goal to make their facilities accessible. There should be a fund, required by law, in the City's budget to do ADA improvements. We are unclear as to how much there is available. 




- City Jobs: No report on this issue. 




- Community Development Meetings: The third meeting in this series was canceled and will be rescheduled.




- John reported that Nevada's College Board of Regents has voted to no longer accept Good Neighbor fees, canceling a long-standing agreement with neighboring California counties. California residents will now be charged the much greater out-of-state fees. 



7.    Organization Reports: 



 -Human Services: Paula Lambdin reports that there is a new housing project planned, one that would be located next to the Fire Department on Ski Run Blvd. The Aspen Project will contain 57 units of "multi-family, affordable" housing. This project was to be partly funded by public money, but the lack of redevelopment funds in the CA budget is problematic. We are not sure if any funds are going to be available at this time and so this project is "teetering" as construction deadlines are looming. David Kelly stated that the State has money for senior housing, so future projects may be possible. Paula distributed a flyer on Weatherization assistance. She also reports that the Carson City transportation route is much busier now than in the past, with a thousand riders per month using the route.   


 -NAMI: Diana reported on local developments in mental health. 

        -Alta: Wendi reported that new laws limiting Regional Center services to 

    those between 18-22 have now been confirmed. This is a controversial 
   
    issue. Laura Roach, the Alta Case Manager in Truckee, has transfered to 
 
    Sacramento and the position has been advertised to the public.
