David Kelly called the meeting to order at 12:04 PM.
Introductions: Sophie Cabrera, Coordinator of MHSA programs, and Janet Stevens, a Program Analyst, of El Dorado County Mental Health attended the meeting for the first time.   

Minutes: The minutes were approved after review.     

1. Officers Reports: 






Treasurer: Gordon reported that TACCD's checking account has a balance of $2,696.18 and our CD is at $6,955.71. 





Secretary: John Pillsbury reported that he met with the new LTCC President, Dr. Kindred Murillo, at the college recently. John invited the President to a TACCD meeting and she indicated that she would attend a meeting in the future. John followed up with a letter of invitation. 
4.       Announcements: 





David Kelly asked that nominations for TACCD's "Champions of the Disabled" awards be forwarded to him. 

El Dorado County Mental Health Discussion: Sophie and Janet gave an update on the availability of MHSA grants. Mini grants, at $5,000 each, will be available and a staff person will be hired to do outreach to the community. There was a general discussion regarding the status of the County's work in the community and the need for more outreach services was the main theme of the group's response. The discussion included the Sheriff's Department proposal to work with NAMI and the County to check on mental health clients in the community, stalled because of conflicts regarding a Memo of Understanding with the County.  

5.       Old Business: 




- Bike Trails: Lisa O'Daly, a Program Manager for the Tahoe Conservancy, reported that a portion of the Greenway Project was approved by the Conservancy. This vote approved the construction of a 3.86 mile portion of bike trail, from Al Tahoe Blvd. to Stateline, which is about half of the proposed Meyers to Stateline trail. It will be build in stages. TRPA will review the plan in October.   




- Sky Forest Acres: This project appears to be going well. There was a discussion about resolving problems between tenants.   




- Kelly Ridge: Doing well.

- Cal Trans: There is still a lot of work being done locally. Sidewalks are being constructed between Al Tahoe Blvd and Stateline at this time.  





- Blue Go: No representative was present. While rate hikes have been announced and services cut back to some degree, services for those with disabilities appear to have been protected. Tokens are being phased out. Door to door services will not be available to the general public but will continue to be available to those with disabilities.  




- Vets Issue: John is still working on this issue.   
  

- TACCD Fundraisers: David Kelly has been working on fundraisers at a number of local restaurants. The Getaway, Ernie's, and Passaretti's have committed. David would like to add additional fundraisers as well. There is a form letter on our website requesting donations. There is a tentative date for a TACCD fund-raising event put on by the Carpenter's Union at the City of South Lake Tahoe's Recreation Center on 10/28, from noon to five PM.

- John reported that the Nevada's College Board of Regents decision to no longer accept Good Neighbor fees from California residents in neighboring counties has been put on hold. The reason is that California reportedly threatened legal action because Nevada did not give the required 6 months notice in nullifying the long-standing agreement between the states. It is expected however that California residents will be charged the much greater out-of-state fees in the near future.

 -County Human Services: Paula Lambdin distributed a flyer on a          Caregiver Support group. This group meets on the 2nd Thursday of the  month from 5:30 to 7 PM at the SLT Senior Center. Paula also reported  on a program, called HICAP, (phone: 530-621-6150) that helps with prescription drug costs for low income recipients of Medicare. She also reported that the City of SLT is no longer taking "shower vouchers" at the Recreation Center. Weatherization dollars are still available through the County.
