Introductions: Jorge Orozco of El Dorado County Mental Health and Curtis Garner of the Tahoe Transportation District attended the meeting for the first time.

Treasurer: Gordon reported that TACCD's checking account has a balance of $2,620.16 and our CD is at $6,955.71.

El Dorado County Mental Health Discussion (continued from last month's meeting): Sophie introduced Jorge who is the new Health Education Coordinator. He will be working with mental health clients to coordinate wellness services. He will assist clients with health connections, including any medical or other needs for support. Sophie shared an outline of the County's needs assessment.

- Bike Trails: It was noted that all new bike trail constructions do support emergency vehicle access.

- Tahoe Senior Plaza: There are 7 new residents at this facility, the biggest turnover in it's history. Income guidelines were discussed.

- Grant Writer: David is still looking for a grant writer.  




- Web site: TACCD's website is getting a lot of hits. 




- Review of Articles of Incorporation: We are still working on this issue.




- Cal Trans: Because of good fall weather, construction deadlines were extended to 10/28.  





- Blue Go: Curtis stated that he intends to re-establish the Social Services Advisory Committee. This was discussed at some length, with members commenting on the problems that were present during the last SSTAC. These included no representation on the Blue Go Board of Directors (thus no say in decision making) and a lack of compensation to TACCD for it's member's involvement. Curtis said he would look into these issues. 




- Vets Issue: John reports no progress on this issue. David Kelly reported that he has asked STPUD if they would hold one position open for a veteran. He reports that there has been a positive response.   
  

- October: October is Disability Awareness Month and TACCD's 30's anniversary.  




- City Council meetings: David Kelly will attend the October meeting.

- City Jobs: A number of City positions were recently cut. There was a discussion of the recent cuts. The cuts will impact operations at the local Senior Center, but the full impact is not yet known.  



- ADA Lawsuits: No recent news in this area.

 -County Human Services: Paula Lambdin distributed a copy of a survey being done on older adults in the community by the Commission on Aging. This will serve to update the Commission's plan. Energy Assistance program is operational. 


          - NAMI: No report. 



 - El Dorado County MH: Sophie reported on some organizational changes. The Director is retiring in May and Human Services and Public Health are consolidating services. The MHSA program is "a way to get services to the community." 

         - Alta: Wendi reported that a services coordinator has been hired for the 

    Truckee office. She also reported that the Choices program in Truckee 

    has announced that they will extend their services until June of next year 
       
    when a final decision will be made. 

      - Women's Center: Vicki reported that October is Domestic Violence
